COVID — 19 Rules

We will adhere to the State of lllinois ‘Restore Illinois’ guidelines for all sporting events
Dugouts will be limited to 3 players and 1 coach.

a. If the players and coach wear face coverings, they can be in the same dugout
We recommend that everyone (players, coaches, officials, staff, and spectators) wear a
face mask when not able to maintain a social distance of 6-ft.

Our concessions staff will wear gloves and a face mask when serving customers.

a. Hand sanitizer will be available at our concession stand.

Group sizes are limited to 50, this includes participants, coaches, umpires, and staff.

a. This does not include spectators.

Our bleachers will be unavailable for spectators to sit and watch due to 20% capacity
restriction.

Participants, coaches, umpires, staff, and spectators should wash hands or use hand
sanitizer before participating.

Participants should bring own drinking water, sanitize their hands regularly, and use
their own equipment.

Water fountains will be closed.

No team coolers are allowed inside the baseball complex.

Please maintain social distancing of at least 6 feet from others outside your family
group.

Please arrive no earlier than 30 minutes before your scheduled game.

Please use the area outside of the baseball complex to warm up teams.

There will be no warming up inside the baseball complex or on the concourse area.
Spectators can sit behind home plate (not on the bleachers), along both foul line fences,
and behind the outfield fence as long as they are socially distanced.
